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Abstract: According to the Internet World Stat organization, there are currently approximately more than 1.9 billion internet users globally who are using close to 48 billion WebPages amounting to an English language text corpus of trillions of words. In addition, these users are also creating huge amount of text in the form of blogs, chats, tweets, emails and social networking content. While much of the personal and social networking content on internet is informal, a huge amount of content is also developed in formal context such as school and university academics, research, online conversations, etc.  The important aspect of this content is that it is developed in a free medium – World Wide Web.  This fact gives the users and creators of the content not only enormous freedom to get exposed to vast corpus of text, lessons, tutorials, etc. but also a choice of interests and pace.
Although, other languages are also used for internet content, approximately 550 millions users of the internet use English as a medium of communication or content development. Moreover, Internet is the language of international commerce and trade. Add to this, the fact that the modern world is witnessing an amalgamation of different cultures at the workplace. These trends imply that there is a necessity for English language and communication development at all levels in education and training.
